Suspensions of 14 days or more and revocations where the licensee did not request a hearing 
before the Licence Appeal Tribunal.

Six Nites Karaoke Bar, Knowingly serving minors; liquor not 21 days
Scarborough purchased under licence; failure to clear signs 

of service; permitted drunkenness;  
obstructing an inspection; breach of condition  
of the establishment's liquor licence 

The Moonlight, Ottawa Failure to facilitate inspection; permitted 21 days
