- The Chief Test Inspector reported to the Stewards that the wrong horse was presented to
them for Lasix by the Trainer Paul Garrison. The tattoo was illegible, and the horse is not
chipped. The horse that received Lasix was not on the Lasix program. In race seven #2
Rushn Valentine, trained by Paul Garrison was scratched by the Stewards for being
treated with Lasix in error.

- Jockey Brian Bell (#3 Sweet Kara), (finished second) was found to be in violation of
AGCO rule 9.27.07 (d) & (e) (using his crop in the overhand cocked position). Mr. Bell is
subject to a $300 monetary penalty and a one-day riding suspension that shall be served
on the opening day of the 2025 Quarter horse season at Ajax. This is a second offence for
Mr. Bell within a one-year period. AGCO ruling #2892690.

- Aslight delay to the start as a pony got loose on the track.

Race 6:
- The program for this race was listed as $10,000 when it should have read $13,000.

Race 7:
- #3 Dm Paid in Advance (Rachael Isaacs), (finished fourth) broke in the air.

- Reviewed #1 All Outta Sugar (Ramiro Castillo), (finished fifth). The Jockey appears to
correct the horse as they come to the wire. The Jockey (Sanchez) explained that the
horse was spooking from the flags in the tote board area.
