1. Reviewed the break by #3 THE BIG CHEESE (Emil Toth) before the ½ mile pole; while 
off stride #3 did cause interference to #4 PREMIER STAR (Benoit Hebert); no placing 
necessary as #3 finished sixth (last). Clear.  

2. Reviewed the break by #4 LIVINGINTHEMOMENT (Philippe Trudeau) before the start; 
#4 did not have broken equipment, was beyond the fair start pole when the starter 
released the field and did receive a fair start. Clear.  

3. Discussed race pace (263 562) with the driver of #7 THE TWIST, Marc St. Louis; this 
horse was in front by at least two lengths going to the ½ mile pole then faded and 
finished eighth (last); no regulatory action required.  

Driver of #1 RUB ME, Philippe Trudeau, had an official warning entered on his licence 
regarding his urging in the stretch. Clear.  
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4. Reviewed the urging by the driver of #7 ARRHYTHMOGENIC, Daniel St. Pierre, in the 
stretch; no violation as Mr. St. Pierre did not have a whip.
