Leo said it was a tight battle 
to the end but Shane came out to my horse and bumped me twice through the stretch. Shane 
said the two of them were running side by side, my horse did go out twice and brushed Leo, it 
was the right call, I only beat him a nose. After review, Mr. Ellis did correct his horse after the 
contact, no action taken.

Eswan said he got in between Justin and Fraser but 
Fraser’s horse was lugging in with him. Frazer said my horse was laying in with me and knew 
Justin was inside then Eswan came up between us. Rafael said he saw Eswan run into the tight 
spot and I pulled my horse away from them because I thought there was going to be a problem. 
After review, it is obvious Justin was impeded but camera angles did not afford a view of who was 
the aggressor.
